Did you know the Hirbour Tower was one of our countryõs first skyscrapers? 

Butte Airport will be celebrating the arrival 
of the B-17 Flying Fortress Sentimental 
Journey a World War II vintage bomber 
airplane on Monday, June 15th at 12:00 p.m. 
to kick off the Butte Fly In and Military 
Appreciation Days.  The event will run from 
June 15th through June 18th, with the 
Sentimental Journey departing Friday, June 
19th, at 9:00 a.m. 
 
The week will include a static display of fifteen Experimental Aircraft Association  (EAA) 
aircraft and Military invites have been sent for the B-2 (Stealth) Bomber and KC-135 as well 
as many National Guard helicopters.  The final list of aircraft will be determined by June 1st.  
Aircraft will be on display for all three days.   Since these operations will be conducted with 
Military Appreciation Days, other land based military equipment will also be displayed. 
 
The event will begin with a Military Appreciation Days social on Tuesday evening and end 
with a barbeque on Thursday evening.  The EAA pilots will be on hand to offer free 
airplane rides to children ages 8-17 on Thursday and Friday from 9:00 a.m. until 12:00 p.m.  
The public is also invited to tour the B-17 inside and out.  Thereõs even the opportunity for 
some lucky individuals to actually take a flight in the Sentimental Journey and experience 
this rare aircraft first-hand.  Tours range from $5.00 for adults and $3.00 for children ages 5-
12 and free for children under 5.  Flight opportunities are $425 per person for a 45 minute 
ride.  All tour proceeds benefit Sentimental Journey, only a handful of these rare birds
